
 
GOOD SENSE 
Individuals who will provide guidance in financial planning or give advice in 
budgeting. 
 
FIRST CALL 
Ministry team that makes phone calls to first time attendees thanking them for their 
attendance. Information is given and questions are asked to discover if they need 
any more information or a follow up contact. 
 
FIX-ITS 
Ministry team of mechanically and manually gifted persons to do 
mechanical/carpentry work for the elderly, widows, single moms, handicapped or 
those who struggle financially. 
 
FUNERAL DINNERS 
Ministry team that prepares and serves a meal to the family following the funeral 
service. On some occasions food is taken to the funeral home during the visitation 
times. 
 
GRACIOUS GREETERS 
Ministry team of outgoing friendly people who greet people as they arrive at First 
Church. Some serve in the parking lot or at one of our doors. Often, they are the 
first impression givers at First Church. 
 
GUEST SERVICES 
Ministry team that provides answers to questions a person may have about the 
ministries of First Church or helps direct them to appropriate literature or staff 
members to assist them. 
 
IN-TOUCH   
Ministry team of caring people who sent notes and cards for a variety of reasons 
including staying connected with visitors or shut –ins, congratulations on new births 
and sympathy to those who have experienced a loss. 
 
LIBRARY 
Ministry team that organizes and structures use of materials in the library. 
 
NON-FOOD PANTRY 
Ministry team that organizes and manages a center that distributes non- food 
products and clothing to low income families in Whitley County. 
 
PARISH NURSUNG 
Ministry team that offers blood pressure checks, promotes men and women’s health 
and provides health information to the congregation.         
 



PARKING GREETERS 
Ministry team that meets people who park in guest parking and guides them 
through the process of feeling welcome and comfortable at First Church. 
 
PEW CREW 
Ministry team that places attendance cards in pews and collect cards after each 
worship service. 
 
PHOTOGRAPHY 
Individuals who are on call to take pictures, on and off campus of special events. 
 
PREPERE/ENRICH  
Ministering couples who have been married at least 5 years, trained to mentor 
premarital and newlywed couples. Professional supervision for the mentors is a part 
of the ministry. 
 
SPORTS 
Ministry team that helps plan and coordinate sports activities for the church. 
 
TRANSPORATION 
Individuals who will provide transportation for non-drivers to a doctor 
appointment. 
 
TUTORING  
Individuals who will provide tutoring in specific subjects to children and youth.  
 
USHERING 
Ministry team that hands out bulletins and other materials as people enter the 
auditorium. They also help people find seating if necessary and assist with collecting 
the offering each Sunday. 
 
WEDDING MINISTRY 
Ministry team of wedding coordinators who help pastors and the wedding party 
facilitate the wedding rehearsal and service. 
 
WOMEN’S MINISTRY LEADERSHIP 
Ministry team of women who plan and supervise retreats, conferences and bible 
studies for women. 
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
